HTML5 #2: Relative and absolute references
Create the following. 
· Create a folder called Root. 
· Inside of the Root folder, add an HTML page called index.html.
· Inside of the Root folder, create a folder called folder1 and a folder called folder2. 
· Inside of the folder1 folder, add an image called image1.png or image1.jpg and an HTML page called index1.html.
The images are up to you. They can be png, or jpeg. 
· Inside of the folder2 folder, add an image called image2.png or image2.jpg and an HTML page called index2.html.
Your folder structure will look like the blue text below. In the text below, folders have angle brackets, ordinary files do not. Anything indented is nested inside of the folder above it.

Each one of the three HTML files (index.html, index1.html and index2.html) should have the following links/images:
1. A link to Google (absolute URL)
2. A link to image1 (in the folder1 folder).
3. A link to image2 (in the folder2 folder).
4. A link to the index.html file in the root folder.
5. A link to the index1.html file in the folder1 folder.
6. A link to the index2.html file in the folder2 folder.
The format of each index page should be:
· An h1 header giving the name of the page (Home page, Page 1, Page 2).
· A link to Google in a separate paragraph.
· Text links to all 2 images (e.g. image1, image2), each in a paragraph by itself. 
· Each of the remaining three links in a paragraph by itself (so each link is on a single line).
· Each page should have a title (Home page, Page 1, Page 2) that appears in the tab at the top of the browser.
· Each page should have a favicon that appears in the tab at the top of the browser.
Add a favicon – either your initials or any image.
If all of your links work correctly, you have done the assignment correctly. 
Run your files through the HTML validator before submitting (-5 if you don't). Do this with ALL of your future HTML assignments as well.
Zip the Root folder and put it in the drop box.
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
