Create html table.
Table 
Do the following:
1. Use the Verdana font for the entire table. 
2. Make the default for all table text 16 pixels tall. 
3. Add border for the table (inside and outside) 1px solid black.
4. Collapse the borders so they are only a single line, not the default double-line. 
5. The border around the outside of the table should be solid. 
6. The border around the outside of the table should be green. 
7. The width of the table outside border should be 5 pixels.
Rows 
1. Make the default line height for each row in the table 2em. 
2. Even-numbered table rows should be darkseagreen. 
Data cells 
1. All of the data cell contents in the table should be centered.
2. All of the data cell borders should be dotted on the right side.
3. The padding around all table cells should be 10 pixels on each of the four sides. 
Header (top) Row and table (left) Column 
1. The first row should have a background that is seagreen. 
2. The first row text color should be white. 
3. The first row and text style should be bold. 
4. The first column should have a background that is seagreen, text color should be white and text style should be bold.
Hovering over a row 
1. When the user hovers over a row with the mouse, the background color should change to #faa.
2. When the user hovers over a row with the mouse, the text for that row should have its weight changed to 900.
3. When the user hovers over a row with the mouse, the text color for that row should be dark red.
