     The terms 32-bit and 64-bit refer to the way a computer's processor (also called a CPU) handles information. The 64-bit version of Windows handles large amounts of random access memory (RAM) more effectively than a 32-bit system. Not all devices can run the 64-bit versions of Windows.

      I've downloaded an ISO file, now what?

     You can use the ISO file to create bootable media for installation or recovery. You can also install Windows on your current device by opening the ISO file, selecting the Setup and following the instructions.

Write CSS that will:

· Indent each question (faqplus class) and answer (answer class) about half an inch from the left edge.
· Make the mouse cursor into a hand (pointer) when the mouse is over any member of the faq class. This will tell the user that the faq elements are clickable.
· Insert a plus sign (plus.png) to the left of each <h3> that holds a question. Note that this is not included in the given HTML. 

Write jQuery that will:

· Initially hide all elements of the answer class.
· Respond to clicks on the questions (faqplus class). The first click (and all odd-numbered clicks) will cause the answer to appear below the question. The plus sign changes to a minus sign (minus.png). The second click (and all even-numbered clicks) will cause the answer to disappear. The minus sign changes back to a plus sign. 
· When an answer becomes visible, draw a border around the answer. Note that although you can do this in CSS, you must do it in jQuery.
· When an answer becomes visible, change its background color to a light color. This also must be done through jQuery, not CSS.
· When the answer is hidden, display a plus sign.
· When the answer is visible, display a minus sign.

Some really useful jQuery functions: next(), is(), show(), hide(), toggle(), css(), find(), attr()
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
