Logical functions 
Open the Employee Retirement workbook. In all of your formulas, use cell references to refer to the numbers in cells D4:D8. You should be able to change any one of those value and the rest of the spreadsheet should automatically be updated. All of the following are worth 1 point unless indicated otherwise in square brackets. Note that all cells that display the value TRUE will have a pink background. 30 points total.
1. Merge and center A1 over columns A through R.
2. Format A1 using the Title cell style. 
3. [4] Column G (Sex): Put a formula that will look at the value in column F. If the value in column F is 1, put the letter "F" (for "female") in column G. If the value in F is not 1, put the letter "M" (for "male") in column G.
4. [3] Column K (Eligible for Training Bonus?): Put a formula that will display TRUE if the employee's Years of Job Training (column I) has the minimum number of years of training (D7) or more, FALSE otherwise.
5. [3] Column L (Eligible for Loyalty Bonus?): Put a formula that will display TRUE if the employee's Years of Service (column J) has the minimum number of years of service (D8) or more, FALSE otherwise.
6. [3] Column M (Eligible for Bonus?): Put a formula that will display TRUE if the employee has met BOTH of the conditions in the previous two columns (K and L must both be TRUE), FALSE otherwise.
7. [3] Column O (Retirement Age?): Put a formula that will display TRUE if the employee's age (column N) is greater than or equal to the retirement age (D4), FALSE otherwise.
8. [3] Column P (Service Minimum?): Put a formula that will display TRUE if the employee's years of service (column J) is greater than or equal to the Years of employment required to retire (D5), FALSE otherwise.
9. [3] Column Q (Age + Years >= Threshold?): Put a formula that will display TRUE if the employee's Age (column N) plus Years of Service (column J) is greater than or equal to the Magic Sum (D6), FALSE otherwise.
10. [3] Column R (Eligible to Retire?): Put a formula that will display TRUE if ANY one of the previous three columns (O, P, Q) has the value TRUE in it, FALSE otherwise.
11. Add your name to the right part of a custom header. 
12. Set the page orientation to Landscape.
13. Scale the printout so that the entire sheet fits on a single page.
